no.  a written abbreviation, meaning “number”, used in both French and English.  Of Latin origin.


	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – a conjunction
A conjunction can be used to link two words or phrases together. The French conjunction ou means the same as the English conjunction or, and is used in the same way.
( Grammar Point – capital letters in the name of a monument or landmark
In English and French, it is usual to capitalise the nouns, adjectives and verbs in the name, e.g. the Eiffel Tower, la Tour Eiffel.  

	( Grammar Point – the ligature œ as in Sacré-Cœur.

The ligature ‘œ’ is known as “o e stuck together”. It occurs in French words such as cœur (heart), sœur (sister), œuf (egg), œuvre (work) and œil (eye).
Ligatures used to be included in English words such as phœnix, fœtus and œdema, but their use has fallen out of favour and they are rarely seen in current written English. 
( Grammar Point – a shared word.  The abbreviation no. is used as a number label in both English and French (e.g. No. 1). Its origin is the Latin word numero.

	( Language Learning Skills – developing accurate pronunciation. Listen carefully to the person who is speaking and try to copy their pronunciation
( Language Learning Skills – memorising vocabulary. When memorising new words, try saying them ten times under your breath.
( Language Learning Skills – practise with a partner.  Practising with a partner can help you to remember new words.

	Bonne année !
	The simplest way of wishing Happy New Year in French is Bonne année !

Bonne année et bonne santé ! is another classic expression. The addition of bonne santé (good health) is not only a nice thought but it also rhymes with Bonne année !, enabling the phrase to turn into a little song. Some people also say Meilleurs vœux (Best wishes). Pronunciation: [may yeur veu]. 

	La Tour Eiffel /

the Eiffel tower
	The Eiffel Tower is situated in the heart of Paris and named after the engineer Gustave Eiffel. It was erected in 1889 for the 1889 World Fair. It has become a cultural icon of France.

	L’Arc de

triomphe
	This archway stands in the centre of Paris, at the western end of the Champs-Elysées. Ordered by Napoleon 1st and finished in 1836, it celebrates those who fought and died in the French Revolution and the Napoleonic Wars.

	La Tour

Montparnasse
	It is a 210-metre office skyscraper located in the Montparnasse area of Paris. It was built in 1972. It has been criticised a lot for being out of place in Paris’ urban landscape.

	Le Louvre
	The Louvre is one of the world’s largest museums, and a historic monument. It is located on the right bank of the Seine. It welcomes 8 millions visitors each year: it is the world’s most visited museum.

	La Statue de la Liberté 
	The Statue of Liberty in New-York designed by the French sculptor Frédéric Auguste Bartholdi and dedicated on October 28, 1886, was a gift to the United States from the people of France to commemorate the centennial of the United States Declaration of Independence and the friendship between the two nations.

It has several smaller replicas scattered throughout the world. Some can be found for example in the UK (in Leicester), Germany, Ukraine, Mexico and Brazil. Several cities in France have their own replicas, including four in Paris. The photo on the Power Points is of the one near the Grenelle Bridge, on the man-made Île aux Cygnes (Isle of the Swans). The statue is a one-fourth scale replica of the Statue of Liberty, 22 metres high and facing west in the direction of its larger sibling in New-York. This monument, inaugurated in1889, was given to the city of Paris by the American community of Paris, commemorating the centennial of the French revolution. 

	Le Sacré-Coeur (The Basilica of the Sacred Heart)
	The Sacré-Cœur is a roman Catholic church and minor basilica, dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, located in the north of Paris. It is a popular landmark at the summit of the hill Montmartre, the highest point in the city. Construction began in 1875 and was finished in 1914. It was consecrated after the end of World War I in 1919.

	Learning focus
	Teaching sequence

	Starter activity

Bonne année! – Happy New Year!
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Teach Bonne année! using Nounours.  Nounours travels amongst the children, greeting them with Bonne année! and each child replies to him.

	Revision: C’est Paris? Oui, c’est Paris. Non, c’est Belfast.
	· Using a map, help the children to remember the capital cities of the UK and France.  Using images on flashcards or the slides on the whiteboard, invite the children to identify the images of the capital cities, and to name them in French. 
Slides 6-12, or picture cards of capital cities.

	New vocabulary

Use a conjunction to link two nouns
( Grammar Point – a conjunction
	· Explain that you are now going to ask a different type of question – you will offer a choice of places in your question and challenge the children to find the correct answer, e.g. C’est Belfast ou Cardiff? C’est Belfast. Invite the children to comment – can they work out how you constructed your question?  Can they say what type of word you used to separate the two nouns in your question? (A conjunction).
· A conjunction links two words or phrase together. In these questions, we are using the conjunction ou to link together two similar nouns. (Invite children to recall the function of a noun).

· Invite children to create some questions in English that contain the conjunction or.

	Create spoken questions using nouns & a conjunction
	· Can the children help Nounours to ask some questions abut the five capital cities, using the conjunction ou?  For example, C’est Belfast ou Cardiff ? (Is this Belfast or Cardiff?) C’est Londres ou Édimbourg ? (Is this London or Edinburgh?) C’est Londres ou Cardiff ? (Is this London or Cardiff?) C’est Belfast ou Londres ? (Is this Belfast or London?) C’est Londres ou Paris ? (Is this London or Paris?)

	Learning focus
	Teaching sequence

	Starter activity 

New vocabulary:

Sautez !  Courez !  Marchez !
Marchez sur la pointe des pieds !
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Teach Sautez ! (jump), Courez ! (run), Marchez ! (walk), Marchez sur la pointe des pieds ! (walk on tiptoe).

· Perform the actions and say the accompanying word or phrase.  Use copying and echoing techniques as if teaching a finger rhyme.  (N.B. These actions can all be performed on the spot, without the need to move around the room.)

· Play a listening and responding game - use the language being learned here, and also incorporate some of the classroom language previously learned.

	Spelling skills

New vocabulary:

voyelle (vowel)
consonne (consonant)
	· A word well known to the children is written on the board, e.g. Paris.  Point to the letters one at a time, saying voyelle or consonne, i.e. for Paris you would say consonne - voyelle - consonne - voyelle - consonne.

· Through discussion, revise what the children already know about vowels and consonants.

· Display some more known words, e.g. Belfast, Cardiff, Édimbourg, and Londres.  As you point to the letters in each word, the children in chorus identify each letter as a vowel or consonant.  Invite some children to do this on their own.

· Play a spelling game. From the words on display, you call out a word by its vowels and consonants. Invite the children to suggest which word you have chosen.

N.B. Belfast and Cardiff are identical in terms of vowels and consonants.

	· Show pictures of the Paris monuments that the children were introduced to in leçon 5: la tour Eiffel, l’arc de Triomphe, la tour Montparnasse and le Louvre. Introduce two new monuments: la statue de la Liberté (the Statue of Liberty)and le Sacré-Cœur (the Basilica of the Sacred Heart). Invite the children to listen to the names of the monuments and to pronounce them.  
· Do the children notice the ‘œ’ stuck together in the name Sacré-Cœur? This is known as a ligature.
· In the names of Paris monuments, it is usual to capitalise the nouns, adjectives and verbs.

	Starter activity

Revision of numbers 0-6
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Practise counting aloud from 0 to 6.  Perform a Mexican Wave - la Hola: as Nounours is passed around the room from child to child, the children chant the numbers in sequence.

	· Show the six Paris monuments using flashcards or the images on slide 6. Challenge the children to memorise the name of each monument by sound and meaning.

Language Learning Skills:  listen carefully to the person who is speaking and try to copy their pronunciation.
when memorising new words, try saying them ten times under your breath. 
· Using slide 6, challenge children to show how many Paris landmarks they can recall – firstly when the slide is visible, and then when the slide is hidden. (To hide and then reveal a slide quickly, press ‘B’ on the keyboard).

	The abbreviation no. to denote a number label

( Grammar Point – a shared word of Latin origin


	· Discuss how we can give a number label to items in English, i.e. no.1 – no.2 in writing, and number 1, number 2 in speech.

· The abbreviation no. comes from the Latin word numero.  

· In French we use the written abbreviation no.1, no.2, no.3, and we also use it when speaking: numéro un, numéro deux, etc.
· Many words in English and French have come originally from Latin.  The written abbreviation no. is shared by French and English.

	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Revise numbers 0 - 6 using familiar techniques.

· Teach sept, huit, neuf, dix.  Practise counting up and down whilst showing fingers.

	Responding to questions with oui or non
	· Displaying the Paris monuments, invite the children to answer questions such as C’est la Tour Eiffel ? using the response words Oui ! and Non !

	Questions opening with C’est…
Answers opening with response words Oui / non, c’est…
	· Show images of the Paris monuments numbers 1-6.  Allow the children to practise using the numbering system by counting the images: numéro un, numéro deux, numéro 3, etc.
· Show a Paris monument, and model a questions and an answer about it, e.g. Numéro 5, c’est le Louvre? The response can be oui or non.
· Using picture cards or slides on the whiteboard, show images of Paris monuments and ask questions such as Numéro 1, c’est l’arc de Triomphe ou le Louvre ?  Encourage children to reply in chorus, then invite individual children to ask or answer questions.

	Pairwork: Asking questions using C’est and the conjunction ou.
	· Allow the children to practise asking and answering questions with a partner, e.g. Numéro 1, c’est l’arc de Triomphe ou le Louvre ? C’est l’arc de Triomphe.

	Teaching sequence

	Starter activity
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toys all exchange greetings.

· Throw a soft ball to children to practise Comment tu t’appelles? Je m’appelle + name.
· Practise counting up from 0 to 10 as a timed activity.  Time the children as they pass the soft ball from person to person, saying the next number in the sequence, repeating the sequence as necessary to include all children in the class.  If the ball is dropped, the timer starts again from the beginning.

	Asking questions using the opener C’est, the conjunction ou and some proper nouns.
	· An opportunity for the children to practise asking and answering questions about Paris monuments, asking questions that include the conjunction ou.    Give some initial practice with all children speaking in chorus when asking the question.  If clues are needed to find the correct answer, click on the “clue” boxes.

· Remind the children about intonation when asking a question – can they make it sound like a question?
· Remind the children about correct pronunciation.

· After some initial practice with all children speaking in chorus, invite individual children to put questions to other children, e.g. Sarah, c’est la Tour Eiffel ou l’Arc de Triomphe?
