	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – o’clock
The adverb o’clock is an abbreviation of the original phrase of the clock.
( Grammar Point – abbreviation

An abbreviation is a shortened form of a word or phrase.
( Grammar Point – agreement
As une heure is a noun, it must add a plural ending when necessary, e.g. 2 heures. 
( Grammar Point – questions using inversion

Questions can be formed by inverting the verb and pronoun. In writing, a hyphen is put in between the verb and pronoun, e.g. Quelle heure est-il ? 
( Grammar Point – clause

A clause is a group of words that can form a sentence, or part of a sentence. It always contains a verb.
	( Grammar Point –  main clause

A main, or independent clause, can stand alone and makes sense.
( Grammar Point –  subordinate clause

A subordinate, or dependent clause, cannot stand alone and is incomplete by itself.
( Grammar Point –  simple sentence
A simple sentence is made up of one clause.  
( Grammar Point –  complex sentence
A complex sentence is made up of at least two clauses: main and subordinate.
( Grammar Point – cognates
Cognates are words in two languages that look or sound similar, and have the same meaning. 
	( Grammar Point –false friends
False friends are words in two languages that look or sound similar, but do not have the same meaning. 
( Dictionary Skills – terminology
Apply key terminology when using a dictionary: bilingual, headword, entry, type of word, translation.
( Pronunciation Point – liaison

There is a liaison in the phrase C’est◡une abeille, but no liaison in the phrase Il est une heure.

( Pronunciation Point – the letters ‘qu’

the letters ‘qu’ in English represent two phonemes: [k] and [w].  In French these letters form a grapheme that represents a single phoneme: [k].  The same phoneme can be represented by the letter ‘q’ without the ‘u’ if it comes at the end of a word.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx
Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau rouge level
Niveau rouge further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.  Children learn to count up to 50; they learn the names of 20 places that can be found in a town, and learn how to create simple and compound sentences using them; they learn about adjectives that precede the noun, and use petit and grand in their sentence-level work. They learn to tell the time to five minutes, including time on the hour, the half hour and the quarter hour, and how to ask what time it is.
Opportunities have been included to revise and re-use some of what has been learnt in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

Language content:  Quelle heure est-il ? (What time is it ?), il est une heure / deux heures / trois heures, etc (it’s one o’clock, two o’clock, three o’clock, etc), il est midi (it’s mid-day, noon), il est minuit (it’s midnight).

	Teaching sequence

	Revision of greetings and classroom instructions
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toys exchange greetings.  Greet certain children by name, eg Bonjour, Adam !  Bonjour, James !
· Revise some classroom language, inviting the children to respond with an action when you call out an instruction.

	Revision of numbers 1-12
	· Practise using the numbers 1-12 by counting up, counting down, or playing a game such as Deadly Douze (see Niveau blanc).
· There are weblinks to practise 1-10 on BBC Primary French (a game), and You Tube (a song).

	New vocabulary:

Quelle heure est-il?
Il est une heure, deux heures, trois heures, qure heures, cinq heures, six heures, sept heures, huit heures, neuf heures, dix heures, onze heures, midi, minuit.
	· Model the question Quelle heure est-il ?, pointing to a wall clock, and to your wristwatch, to help indicate the meaning.  Use facial expression and body language to show that you are asking a question.  Can the children guess that you are asking what time it is?
· Using slides 5-8, or possibly a changeable clockface, model the question with a variety of different answers. Invite the children to repeat the question and the answer each time, in chorus.  When the children have had practice in speaking in chorus, revisit the slides and invite individual children to ask and answer the question. N.B. The clockface is shown in analogue by default – if you wish to show a digital clockface, click the button marked “digital”.
· Using slide 9, model the times from 1 o’clock to 12 o’clock.  Do the children notice that, when it is 12 o’clock, there are two possible phrases in French: il est midi (it’s noon) and il est minuit (it’s midnight); and that the word heure must add an ‘s’ when it is plural – it is a noun, une heure = an hour.  Point to different clockfaces and invite the children to tell you what time it is.

( Pronunciation Point:

· liaison


	· The phrase o’clock is an adverb, in English, which is an abbreviation of the original phrase “of the clock”. An abbreviation is a shortened form of a word or phrase.

· In French, we say what time it is using the noun une heure, deux heures, etc. As it is a noun, it must add an ‘s’ in the plural.
· When it is 12 o’clock, there are two possible phrases in French: il est midi (it’s 12 o’clock mid-day) and il est minuit (it’s 12 o’clock midnight).

· Pronunciation: remind the children that liaison is the pronunciation of a final consonant (that is usually silent), when followed by a vowel. However, in the phrase Il est une heure, there is no liaison between est and une.

	Learning focus
	Teaching sequence

	Greetiings

Revision : the UK, its 4 countries and the 4 capital cities
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Revise the names of the UK and its four countries: le Royaume-Uni, l’Angleterre, l’Écosse, l’Irlande du Nord and le Pays de Galles.  Revise the names of the capital cities: Belfast, Cardiff, Édimbourg and Londres. Ask Qu’est-ce que c’est? as you indicate places on the map, or use other questions with which the children are familiar, e.g. Quelle est la capitale du Pays de Galles?

	Focus on spelling – writing in the air
Speaking practice – Quelle heure est-il ?
Il est…
	· Write a range of numbers from 1 to 12 in the air.  Can the children identify each number by the spelling?
· Using slide 4, invite the children to rehearse the question and answers for time on the hour. Play a game of Répétez si c’est vrai ! (Only repeat if it’s true).  If you point to a noun and say the correct name, the children must repeat what you have said.  If you say the wrong name the children must keep silent.
· Using slide 5, invite the children to perform a Mexican Wave.  This can be done slowly by passing a soft ball from child to child, to indicate when it is their turn to speak. When confident, the children can perform quickly and raise their arms when they speak.

	Dictionary Skills
	· Give the children a set of 12 word cards, in pairs or small groups. Allow 30 seconds for the children to place these into alphabetical order. Slide 6 can be used to check the answers, by pressing the action button to reveal the correct order. 

· If you have a set of English-French dictionaries, invite the children to find some of the words. The on-line dictionary at www.wordreference.com is a useful for whole-class display through the whiteboard.

	( Dictionary Skills:

· Bilingual, headword, entry, type. of word, translation
	· Using slides 7-10 as a visual aid, discuss the key features of a bilingual dictionary, and the terminology that allows us to understand how the dictionary functions: headword, entry, type of word, translation.

	New vocabulary

un cinéma, un magasin, un parc, un restaurant, un supermarché
	· Using slides 11-15, or flashcards, give a spoken model of the new vocabulary. Invite the children to echo the new words in chorus.

· Four of the words are all cognates or near-cognates of their English equivalents – can the children guess the meanings in English? Un magasin resembles the English word “magazine”, but it does not mean “magazine”.  Such a word is known as a false friend.
· Using slide 16, ask questions of individual children, e.g. Le numéro un, qu’est-ce que c’est? The response: C’est un parc. When this Q&A format has been rehearsed in plenary, allow the children to work in pairs, taking turns to ask and answer questions.

	· Recall what a cognate is: a word that looks like, and means the same thing as, a word you already know. It is a word that is related in origin to a word in another language.  Cognates are words that are descended from the same ancestral root.

· False friends are words in two languages that look or sound similar, but do not have the same meaning.

	Starter activity
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Throw a soft ball to children to practise Comment tu t’appelles? Je m’appelle + name.

	Speaking practice – question and answer
	· Using slide 4 as a visual aid, invite the children ask and answer questions about the five places. They could pass a soft ball around from child to child, to indicate whose turn it is to speak.
· Continue the soft ball activity using slide 5: invite the children to take turns asking and answering a question about the time.  They could ask Quelle heure est-il ?, and give answers starting from Il est une heure.

	Complex sentences
World clock

	· Using slides 6 to 9, model a complex sentence, e.g: Quand il est 7 heures à Paris, il est 6 heures à Londres.  When the children have seen all four slides, re-use the slides, and invite them to complete the sentence that you start, speaking in chorus ; for example, if you start the sentence with a subordinate clause, Quand il est 7 heures à Paris,… the children respond in chorus with the main clause: il est 6 heures à Londres. Practise several sentences using this model.
· Using slides 10-13, model a full question and answer.  If you ask a question such as Quand il est 5 heures à Paris, 

· quelle heure est-il à Londres ?, invite the children to respond with a full sentence: Quand il est 5 heures à Paris, il est 4 heures à Londres.  The model shown here is a complex sentence made of a subordinate clause, followed by the main clause.

	Knowledge about France and the UK
	· Did the children already know that there is a time difference between France and the UK?  The time in France is one hour ahead of time in the UK. 

· Slide 13 can be used as a backdrop to discussion and explanation.  The links to You Tube show films that can be downloaded if you wish, or if you do not wish to use them you may wish to delete the links from the slide.

	( Grammar Point:

· a clause
· subordinate / main
	· A clause is a group of words that can form a whole sentence, or that can be part of a sentence. A clause must always contain a verb.
· A simple sentence is made up of one clause.  A complex sentence is made up of two clauses: a main (or independent) clause, and a subordinate (or dependent) clause. Complex sentences can also be referred to as multi-clause sentences. A You Tube clip at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DvhC0eSIb3g explains simple, compound and complex sentences.
· A subordinate (or dependent) clause can not stand alone – it does not make sense by itself, but it can provide more information about the main clause.
· The subordinate clause in the examples here is an adverbial clause of time.

	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Using slide 3, invite the children to revise the question Tu as quel âge ? and to give their answers.

	Speaking practice

Compound sentence with a coordinating conjunction
	· Using slides 4 and 5, show a compound sentence: Il y a un parc et un supermarché, mais il n’y a pas de cinéma. To add interest, an adverbial clause of place is used as a fronted adverbial: Dans la ville où j’habite,…Use the slides as speaking practice for the whole class, to build confidence in creating spoken sentences based on the model.
· Use slide 6 as a speaking frame for further practice.  Allow children to work in pairs or small groups, if time.

	Telling the time
inversion question
	· Use slide 7 to invite the children to say a variety of clock times. There are now 2 possible question forms.  The children can already recognise and use Quelle heure est-il ?, but we are now showing them the same question in another format: Il est quelle heure?  Explain that these 2 question forms are simply different ways of saying the same thing. Encourage children to use the new format – Il est quelle heure ? A soft ball could be thrown from child to child to help take turns in asking and answering questions.

	World clocks
Paris and capital cities of the UK
Speaking and writing
	· Using 8-11, model the question and answer for all the capital cities in the UK. Do the children understand that the time in London is the same as throughout the whole of the UK?
· With slide 12 as a speaking frame, allow children to create questions and answers about any place in the UK in relation to France.

· Allow the children time to practise using the speaking frame in pairs or small groups. 
· Slide 13 can be used as a writing frame. Invite children to create written sentences in their exercise books, using the model on the template. Miniframes can be printed out to stick in exercise books.

	Knowledge about France and the UK
	· The time in Paris is the same as the time throughout France.  The time in London is the same as the time throughout the UK.

	( Grammar Point:

Question formation using inversion
	· There is more than one way to ask a question in French.  In informal, everyday speech, most people use a tone-of-voice question, e.g. Tu as quel âge ? – Comment tu t’appelles ? – Tu habites où ? – Il est quelle heure?  In a tone-of-voice question, the word order is the same as if it were a statement, it is only the tone of voice that indicates that a question is being asked.
· Children will also come across a more formal way of asking a question, in which the verb and the subject are inverted, e.g. Comment t’appelles-tu ? – Quel âge as-tu ? – Où habites-tu ? – Quelle heure est-il ? 
· In written French, when inversion is used, there is always a hyphen between the verb and its pronoun.

	Starter activity: 

revision of numbers 1-12
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Revise the numbers from 1 to 12. You could set a table challenge: use a stopwatch to time each table, as you invite the children from that table (6 children) to count from 1 to 12 in turn. Which table can do this accurately, and the fastest?

	New vocabulary
Numbers 13-21

	· Using slide 4, introduce the children to the numbers 13-21.  Allow them to listen to each number, and repeat it in chorus.
· Allow the children one minute to hear the numbers, and challenge them to try and remember the pronunciation.

· Throw a soft ball to individual children, and invite them to repeat the number you say. Encourage accurate pronunciation and clear diction.  Increase the challenge by asking for the previous or the next number.
· There are 2 weblinks to interactive games that can be played, when time is available.

	Using language to describe units of time
une seconde, une minute, une heure, un jour, une journée, une semaine, un mois, une année
	· Using slides 5 to 11, model questions and answers that describe units of time.  
· Re-visit the slides, and invite the children to ask and answer the questions in chorus.

· Invite individual children to ask and answer questions, using the slides as a prop.

· Using slide 12, challenge the children to match the English words with their French meanings.

 the letters ‘qu’
	· Slides 13-15 can be used to explain that the letters ‘qu’ in English represent two distinct phonemes: [k] and [w].  However, in French these tow letters form a grapheme that represents a single phoneme: [k]. The same phoneme can be represented by the letter ‘q’ without the ‘u’ if it comes at the end of a word.

(Grammar)
	· I know that o’clock is an adverb used after a number from 1 to 11 to say the time; it is an abbreviation of the phrase of the clock.
· I know that an abbreviation is a shortened form of a word or phrase.
· I know that cognates are words in two languages that look or sound similar, and have the same meaning.
· I know that false friends are words in two languages that look or sound similar, but do not have the same meaning.
· I know that a clause is a group of words that can form a whole sentence, or that can be part of a sentence.

· I know that a clause must always contain a verb.

· I know that a subordinate clause gives extra information, but does not make sense as a sentence on its own.

· I know that an adverbial clause of time shows when something happens; it can come before or after the main clause. 

· I know that a complex sentence is made up of a main clause and a subordinate clause.

· I know that a simple sentence has one main clause, e.g. Il est midi. 

	Pronunciation

(Phonics)
	· I know that in English the letters ‘qu’ always make 2 separate sounds: [k] and [w]; in French, ‘qu’ is a grapheme that makes a single sound: [k].
· I know that, in French, at the start of a word or syllable, ‘q’ is always followed by ‘u’, but the ‘u’ is silent, e.g. cinq.coq.

· I know that ‘q’ can be the final letter of a word (not followed by ‘u’), e.g. cinq, coq.

	Songs, rhymes, dances and stories
	· I can join in singing a song such as Les pendules
· I can recite a rhyme such as Am, stram, gram.
· I have listened to a story such as Compter avec un monstre
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
