	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – adjectives (revision)
An adjective describes a noun.

An adjective that describes a masculine noun does not change its sound.

Some adjectives change their sound and spelling when they describe a feminine noun.

( Grammar Point – agreement of feminine noun and adjective
An adjective that describes a feminine noun must “agree” with its noun. It must end with ‘e’. An adjective that already ends in ‘e’ does not need to add another ‘e’, e.g. rouge, jaune, orange, rose.
( Grammar Point – change in pronunciation with some feminine agreements
An adjective that does not end in ‘e’ must add one, 

e.g. petite, grande.

This means that the pronunciation changes.
	( Grammar – ordinal numbers
An ordinal number tells the position of something in a list, such as 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th.
( Spelling Point – ordinal numbers in English

Ordinal numbers may be written in English with numerals and letter suffixes: 1st, 2nd, 3rd, 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, 8th, 9th, 10th, 11th, and 12th.
( Grammar Point – cardinal numbers
A cardinal number represents quantity; it tells us how many, e.g. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5.
( Grammar Point – the first ordinal number in French
In French, the first ordinal number is le premier or la première. We use le premier with a masculine noun, and la première with a feminine noun
	( Knowledge about France – un arrondissement
An administrative district in a large city; there are 20 in Paris.
( Knowledge about France – la Poste
La Poste is the name of the public postal service company in France, similar to Royal Mail in the UK.

Une poste/la poste is also the name of the post office in the local community.

( Knowledge about France – la SNCF
SNCF is France's national state-owned railway company.
( World clocks
The time in Moscou is 2 hours ahead of Paris.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx

Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau rouge level

Niveau rouge further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.  Children learn to count up to 50; they learn the names of 20 places that can be found in a town, and learn how to create simple and compound sentences using them; they learn about adjectives that precede the noun, and use petit and grand in their sentence-level work. They learn to tell the time on the hour, the half hour and the quarter hour, and how to ask what time it is.

Opportunties have been included to revise and re-use some of what has been learnt in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

	· Using slides 4-8, or picture cards, teach five new names of places that can be found in the town or local community. Similar nouns in modules 1 and 2 were masculine, but the nouns being taught here are feminine. The indefinite articles are un (for masculine nouns) and une (for feminine nouns). Can any children say why these nouns have une as their article?
PHSE/citizenship link – do the children know the function of the town hall? Which local town hall(s) serves the needs of the community in which the children live? Information on la mairie can be found at www.newlifeinfrance.co.uk/role-mairie-france.html
· Slide 9 can be used to ask and answer questions about all 5 nouns. Give some whole-class practice and, if time, allow children to use this slide, or the printed placemat, to practise in pairs.

Revision of a structure:

Il y a combien de … ? (How many …are there ?)
	· Using slide 10, model the question and answer about Paris arrondissements: Qu’est-ce qu’un arrondissement ? Les arrondissements de Paris sont des quartiers administratifs. Encourage the children to echo the question and answer in chorus, and individually.
PHSE/citizenship link – Paris is divided into 20 administrative districts known as arrondissements. Further information can be found at https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Arrondissements_of_Paris. Do the children know about the administrative system in London? Further information can be found at https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/London_boroughs. 

· Using slide 11, revise the question Il y a combien d’arrondissements à Paris ? Invite the children to take turns in asking and answering the question, using a soft ball.  Using slide 12, add other questions and answer into the turn-taking speaking activity.

	· Slides 13-15 can be used to help the children understand the nature of an arrondissement in Paris. There are 20, and the number of the arrondissement is shown by the last two digits in Parisian postal codes (75001 up to 75020). They are arranged as a clockwise spiral (often likened to a snail shell). The number is sometimes given in Roman numerals, notably on street signs; for example, the Eiffel Tower belongs to the VIIe arrondissement while Gare de l'Est is in the Xe arrondissement.

· Using picture cards of known words, or slides 3-7, practise questions and answers using the question format C’est une banque ou une mairie ? 
· Slide 8 can be used as a speaking frame to allow children to create simple conversations in pairs or small groups.

New vocabulary:

Practice in understanding written clock times, and in speaking aloud
	· Using the clock faces on slide 9, practise using spoken questions and answers about times on quarter past the hour.
· Using slide 10, model the time on quarter to the hour, e.g. il est midi moins le quart, il est une heure moins le quart.  Use the question and answer format with the whole class, then allow the children a little time to practise in pairs or small groups.
· Remind the children how times are written down using numbers, e.g. 5 h 45. Use slide 12 to illustrate a range of written clock times. Play a game. A range of clock times (on quarter to the hour) are written on A4 card, and pinned up at different points around the classroom. 3 or 4 children at a time stand at the front; when you say a clock time aloud, the children have to identify where the corresponding clock face is, and race to it. The first child to reach the correct clock face gains a point for his or her team.
· Settling activity: reading comprehension and speaking.  Using slides 13 to 20, show a clock time written as a number. Allow the children some time to think of the spoken answer, then choose a child to say what time it is. Check the answer by clicking the “show answer” button – if the child’s answer is correct, Nounours scores a point, if the answer is not correct, Annick scores a point.

	· La Poste is the name of the public postal service company in France, similar to Royal Mail in the UK. Une poste/la poste is also the name of the post office in the local community. The main colour of the French postal service is yellow, symbolising speed and light. The logotype of La Poste represents a "postal bird" - l'oiseau postal - symbolising a messenger.

· SNCF (Société nationale des chemins de fer français; "National society of French railways" or "French National Railway Company") is France's national state-owned railway company and manages the rail traffic in France. The Gare du Nord, Paris, is the station for trains to Northern France and to international destinations in Belgium, Germany, the Netherlands, and the United Kingdom. It was built between 1861 and 1864.

City names in French: Moscou, New York, Sydney,Tokyo
	· Using slides 4-7 as a visual aid, model the city names: New York, Sydney, Moscou and Tokyo. Can the children spot which of these 4 city names is not spelt the same as in English? Can they say how “Moscow” is spelt in English? What do they know about these cities?
· Using slides 8-11, model a simple question and answer about each city. Invite children to respond, sometimes with the image for support, and sometimes without.

Paris / Moscou (+2h)
	· Using slides 12 to 15, model a simple sentence to show how the time in Moscow is 2 hours ahead of the time in Paris. Re-use the 4 slides in order to give several children an opportunity to read the sentences. 
· Challenge children by starting a spoken sentence for them, and asking them to complete it, e.g. «Quand il est cinq heures à Paris,…» The response is «…il est sept heures à Moscou.» Invite children to take turns in starting and finishing such sentences.

	· Using slide 16 as a template, invite the children to take turns in creating questions and answers about the fictional town of Jolieville. The feminine nouns are shown as a group at the foot of the slide.  A soft ball could be thrown for turn taking.

Moscou
	· Moscow is the capital and the largest city of Russia, with 12.2 million residents within the city limits and 16.8 million within the urban area. Moscow has the status of a federal city in Russia. What else do the children know about Moscow?
· Use maps to help the children see where Moscow is in relation to France and the UK. If time permits, use images and fim of Moscow to help the children see what it looks like.

As you say a clock time, invite the children to write it down in number form on the mini whiteboard. Say Montrez-moi ! (Show me!} when you want to see what all the children have written. The button on the slide will reveal the answer as a check. 
N.B, If you wish to make this a more challenging activity, you can withdraw the reading element by blanking out the slide until you wish to reveal the answer.
· Using slide 13 as a template, children work in pairs or small groups, with their whiteboards. They take turns to write a clock time in number form, and to ask and answer questions as appropriate.

	· Using picture cards or slides 14-18, show the feminine nouns and describe them as big or small, e.g. une petite piscine, une grande piscine. invite individual children to echo your words. Encourage the children to use clear diction, and to enunciate the final ‘t’ in petite, and the ‘d’ in grande.
· Do the children notice that the adjectives here have changed their spelling? Can they explain why this has happened? Can they say why they sound different?

· Using slide 19 as a speaking frame, challenge certain children to answer your question about Jolieville. Using a soft ball, invite the children to take turns asking and answering the question. 

· Allow the children some time to work in pairs or small groups, using the speaking frame.

an adjective describing a feminine noun adds an ‘e’
	· Revision - An adjective that describes a masculine noun does not change its sound. Some adjectives change their sound when they describe a feminine noun. An adjective that describes a feminine noun must “agree” with its noun. It must end with ‘e’. An adjective that already ends in ‘e’ does not need to add another ‘e’, e.g. rouge, jaune, orange, rose. An adjective that does not end in ‘e’ must add one, e.g. petite, grande. This means that the pronunciation changes. When the final letter of a word is a consonant, it is usually silent.  When an ‘e’ is added, the final letter is no longer the consonant, so it is now sounded out.
