	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – infinitive
The infinitive is the basic, unconjugated form of a verb, sometimes called the name of the verb. It is the form of the verb used as the head word in a dictionary. 
( Grammar Point - a conjugated verb

A conjugated verb is a verb that has been changed to communicate an idea such as the person or tense. 
( Grammar Point – clause of purpose
A clause of purpose can show why somebody does something. It answers the questions Why? or What for?  It is always a subordinate clause.

Un immeuble is a multi-storey building, often a block of flats.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx

Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau rouge level

Niveau rouge further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.  Children learn to count up to 50; the learn the names of 20 places that can be found in a town, and learn how to create simple and compound sentences using them; they learn about adjectives that precede the noun, and use petit and grand in their sentence-level work. They learn to tell the time on the hour, the half hour and the quarter hour, and how to ask what time it is.

Opportunties have been included to revise and re-use some of what has been learnt in niveau bleu and niveau blanc.

	· Use slides 8 and 9 to model phrases, that show why I am going somewhere, e.g. Je vais au parc pour jouer au football, Je vais au café pour boire une lemonade, Invite children to act out the dialogues between Nora and Julien on these slides.
· Display slide 10; can the children guess the meaning of some of the activity phrases?
· Display slide 11; invite the children to listen to each phrase and to echo it, paying careful attention to pronunciation. These phrases all include a verb in the infinitive form.  A verb tells us what is happening, or describes an action. Challenge the children to learn by heart as many of the new phrases as possible. Allow one minute for them to memorise the first 3 phrases, using techniques such as saying the phrases under their breath – then, with the slide blanked out, challenge individual children to tell you the phrases they have memorised. Repeat with further phrases, until the children have had a chance to learn all the new words.  If possible show this slide for a short period every day during the week, to allow more time for memorisation.
· Use slide 10 as a speaking frame, and invite the children to work in pairs or small groups, playing the role of Nora and Julien, to create spoken dialogues using the template.

	· The infinitive is the basic, unconjugated form of a verb, sometimes called the name of the verb. It is the form used as the head word in a dictionary. In English, the infinitive form can be preceded by the particle ‘to’. In French, the infinitive is a single word with one of the following endings: -er, -ir, or –re.
· A clause of purpose shows why somebody does something. It answers the questions Why? or What for? In English, it can be introduced using to + infinitive or in order to + infinitive.  In French, it can be introduced using the preposition pour, and an infinitive - pour + infinitive. A purpose clause is a subordinate clause – it does not make sense by itself.

· Introduce the children to the Sorbonne and the Musée national du Moyen Âge (also known as the Musée de Cluny).

It can mean ‘it’ or ‘she’.  Here, we use it to talk about Nora.
· Are any children able to construct a sentence that says what Nora will be doing at any of the other times mentioned, e.g. 9.00, 10.45 and 6.15? The sentence consists of an adverbial phrase of time, a main (or independent) clause that tells us where Nora is going, then a clause of purpose (pour + infinitive) that tells us why she is going there. Repeat using slides 6, 7 and 8.

	· A pronoun can be used to replace a noun: je (I), tu (you), il (he or it), elle (she or it).
· A conjugated verb is a verb that has been changed to communicate an idea such as the person or tense. 

· The Musée Rodin is a museum that was opened in 1919, dedicated to the works of the French sculptor Auguste Rodin. One of Rodin’s most famous works is a bronze sculpture, The Thinker (Le Penseur), usually placed on a stone pedestal. It shows a nude male figure of over life-size sitting on a rock with his chin resting on one hand as though deep in thought, and is often used as an image to represent philosophy. The Thinker has been cast in multiple versions and is found around the world. Rodin made the first small plaster version around 1880. The first large-scale bronze casting was finished in 1902. It became the property of the city of Paris thanks to a subscription organised by Rodin admirers, and was put in front of the Panthéon in 1906. In 1922, it was moved to the Hôtel Biron, which had been transformed into the Rodin Museum.

	· The Avenue des Champs-Élysées is known for its theatres, cafés and luxury shops, and for the military parade that takes place each year on 14 July, Bastille Day. The name means Elysian Fields, the paradise for dead heroes in Greek mythology.
· A boulevard is a type of large road, usually running through a city. The French word comes from Dutch: Bolwerk (English bulwark or bastion). These roads often replaced obsolete fortifications, hence the name.

· Paris Saint-Lazare is one of the six large terminus railway stations of Paris. It is the second busiest station in Paris, after the Gare du Nord, handling 275,000 passengers each day. It has been represented in a number of artworks. It attracted artists during the Impressionist period during the 1870s and 1880s, including Manet and Monet.

	· The Trocadéro, site of the Palais de Chaillot, is an area of Paris, France, in the 16th arrondissement, across the Seine from the Eiffel Tower. The hill of the Trocadéro is the hill of Chaillot, a former village.
· La Place de l’Étoile is a large road junction, the meeting point of 12 straight avenues. La Place de l’Étoile is its historical name. It was renamed la Place Charles de Gaulle in 1970, following the death of the president, 

· Charles de Gaulle (1890-1970) was a French military general and statesman. He was the leader of Free France (1940–44) and the head of the Provisional Government of the French Republic (1944–46). In 1958, he was elected as the 18th President of France, a position he held until his resignation in 1969. 

· Un immeuble is an appartment block. In the present day, un immeuble is a multi-storey building, which can serve for a variety of purposes, residential, administrative or commercial. Baron Haussmann (1809 – 1891), was chosen by the Emperor Napoleon III to carry out a massive program of new boulevards, parks and public works in Paris. The most famous and recognisable feature of Haussmann's renovation of Paris are the immeubles which line the boulevards of Paris. The interiors of the buildings were left to the owners of the buildings, but the facades were strictly regulated, to ensure that they were the same height, colour, material, and general design, and were harmonious when all seen together.

· la Statue de la Liberté
	· The Statue de la Liberté is a miniature of her bigger sister in New York Harbour. It is on the Île aux Cygnes, on the River Seine, and faces west, towards New York.
· In New York, the Statue of Liberty – “Liberty Enlightening the World” - La Liberté éclairant le monde - is a colossal neoclassical sculpture on Liberty Island in New York Harbour, in the United States. The copper statue, designed by Frédéric Auguste Bartholdi, a French sculptor, was built by Gustave Eiffel and dedicated on October 28, 1886. It was a gift to the United States from the people of France. The figure represents Libertas, the Roman goddess, who bears a torch and a tabula ansata (a tablet evoking the law) upon which is inscribed the date of the American Declaration of Independence, July 4, 1776. A broken chain lies at her feet. The statue is an icon of freedom and of the United States, and was a welcoming sight to immigrants arriving from abroad.
