	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – position of the adjective
In French, most adjectives follow the noun, including adjectives of colour. Some adjectives, such as petit and grand, precede the noun. 
( Grammar Point – nationality
Words that describe nationality are adjectives, e.g. je suis britannique.
( Grammar Point – the subject pronoun on
On is an impersonal pronoun; when French uses on, English sometimes uses the passive voice of the verb.
( Grammar Point – formal and informal language
In a formal situation, we use s’il vous plaît, when speaking to one or more people. It is also used informally when speaking to more than one person.
In an informal situation, s’il te plaît is used, speaking to one person.
	( Grammar Point – plural nouns

Regular plurals add ‘s’. Nouns that end in –eau in the singular form their plural by adding ‘x’, e.g. un gâteau ( des gâteaux.
( Grammar Point –  plural nouns and adjectives
In French, an adjective agrees with a noun by gender and by number.

A feminine adjective usually adds ‘e’, unless it already ends in ‘e’.
A plural adjective usually adds ‘s’, unless it already ends in ‘s’.
( Grammar Point  –  invariable adjectives 
Some colour adjectives are derived from nouns, such as animals, flowers, fruits, gems, and metals, and are usually invariable, e.g. orange. An invariable adjective does not show any agreement with the noun it is qualifying.
Some colour adjectives, derived from nouns, behave as variable adjectives, e.g. rose.
	( Dictionary skills

A bilingual dictionary contains equivalent words in 2 languages.
Headwords are usually shown in colour, in French in one half of the dictionary and in English in the other, listed in alphabetical order. Each entry in a dictionary begins with a headword.
Written information is almost always stored in alphabetical order in reference material.

The French alphabet and the English alphabet are identical in appearance, & have 26 letters.

The date of la Fête de Saint Nicolas is 6th December.
The date of la Veille de Noël is 24th December.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx
Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 5, or in their third year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Niveau tricolore is the fourth stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 6, or in their fourth year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes. A similar training resource is currently being written for year 5 and 6.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau tricolore level
Niveau tricolore further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge.  Children’s learning focuses on the themes, knowledge, skills and understanding required in order to attain level A1.1 in French on the Common European Framework.  Towards the end of the summer term in year 6, children should be given the opportunity to sit the DELF PRIM tests. DELF Prim is the first level in the DELF / DALF series of certificates awarded by the French Ministry of Education for proficiency in French as a Foreign Language.

DELF has been consistent with the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages since 1 September 2005. Further information about DELF Prim can be found at www.ciep.fr/en/delfdalf/index.php. · When the children have used the new words with confidence, challenge them to name the items: offer the support of a question that contains the answer, e.g. C’est un crayon ou un dictionnaire ? Slides 13-18, or picture cards, can be used for this. The answer can be revealed on the slide by clicking the question mark button.

· Using slide 19 as a speaking frame, invite children to create questions as well as answers, and to challenge one another.
· Allow some time for children to practise using the speaking frame in pairs or small groups.

The alphabet
	· Display slide 19, and challenge the children to put the six words into alphabetical order, silently, in their heads. Invite individual children to tell you the order of the words. When ready, the words can be put into order by clicking the button on the slide.
· Invite the children to look at the written French alphabet on the slide. What do they notice? They might realise that it looks identical to the English alphabet.
· Invite the children to listen to the alphabet – do they notice any big similarities or differences between the French and English alphabets?

· Slide 20 has a link to an alphabet song on YouTube.

	( Dictionary skills
	· Slides 22-26 can be used to revise what has already been learnt about dictionary skills, and to promote discussion. Written information is stored in alphabetical order in almost all reference material, such as a dictionary.  Invite the children to share any experiences they have had, when their knowledge of the alphabet has been helpful.
· If dictionaries are available in the classroom, invite the children to locate certain words, identify the page number, identify the type of word (e.g. noun, verb, adjective), and find the translation.

	· Using slide 8, picture cards or real objects, revise the six nouns introduced in leçon 6.
· Using slide 9, help the children to recall the names of some colour adjectives: bleu (blue), rouge (red), vert (green), jaune (yellow), rose (pink), gris (grey), orange (orange), blanc (white) and noir (black).
· Using marker pens, of a variety of colours, or using slides 9, show the children how to ask for different marker pens. Each marker pen is identified by its colour, so the children need to remember the position of the adjective, as it follows the noun. The vocabulary used here is informal speech (the use of tu and je t’en prie), but the dialogue being modelled demonstrates how to interact with politeness.
· Slide 19 can be used as a speaking frame; invite children to work in pairs or small groups, using the model to practise.

	· Using slide 20, invite the children to place the colour adjectives into alphabetical order. Two of the words begin with the same first 2 letters – rouge and rose – can the children explain how to work out the order in which these 2 words appear?

	· In French, most adjectives follow the noun. Adjectives of colour follow the noun.

· In English and in French, there are situations in which we use formal speech or informal speech. We use formal language in situations that are serious or that involve people we don’t know well. Informal language is more usually used in situations that are more relaxed and involve people we know well. 

· In any formal situation, we use s’il vous plaît, when speaking to one person, or to more than one person. It is also used informally when speaking to more than one person. In an informal situation, s’il te plaît is used when speaking to one person.

· St. Nicholas’s Day is celebrated on 6 December. He is the patron saint of children.

· Using slides 9 to 14, work with the children to create an ever-growing spoken sentence. Model the sentences on each slide, and invite the children to echo it. At each stage, blank out the screen (press ‘b’ on the keyboard) and challenge individual children to say the sentence from memory. Can any children say the longest sentence, on slide 14?
· Allow the children to work in pairs or small groups, using slide 15 as a speaking frame. With a partner, they take turns to create an ever-growing sentence, including each of the classroom items once. They can choose which colour to give to each item.

	· In France and in other French-speaking areas, a long family dinner, called a réveillon, is held on Christmas Eve. The name of this dinner is based on the word réveil (meaning "waking"), because participation involves staying awake until midnight and beyond. Appetizers may include lobster, oysters, escargots or foie gras. One traditional dish is turkey with chestnuts. Dessert may consist of a bûche de Noël (chocolate log).

	· Invite the children to share what they already know about the plural form of nouns. How do most nouns show their plural form in English?  Most nouns add ‘s’ at the end, e.g. cats, dogs. Use slides 8-10 to show that most nouns in French also add ‘s’, e.g. règles, but that there are exceptions to this in both English and French: nouns that end in –eau add ‘x’ in the plural, e.g. ciseaux, pinceaux. Just as the plural ‘s’ is silent, the plural ‘x’ is also silent.
· Slide 11 shows some English nouns whose plural form is irregular.  Can the children say what the plural form is? They can check by clicking on the question mark.
· Slides 12-15 show further examples of plural nouns in French.

· normal agreement of adjectives by gender and number

· invariable adjectives
	· Using slides 16 and 17, show how adjectives agree with plural nouns in French. The adjective must firstly agree in gender, and then in number. Can the children identify an adjective on slides 16 and 17 that does not appear to agree with its noun?
· Slide 20 shows that some adjectives are invariable, usually those that are derived from nouns, e.g. orange (derived from the fruit).
· Slide 21 shows that some colour adjectives that are derived from nouns are variable, e.g. rose (derived from the flower).

	Speaking and writing practice
	· Using slide 22, ask the question Que vois-tu dans la salle de classe? and invite responses that include a plural noun and an adjective, e.g. Dans la salle de classe, je vois des cahiers rouges. Invite children to ask and answer the question.
· If time, allow the children to create a long spoken sentence, such as on slide 23.

· Slide 24 can be used as a speaking frame for practice in pairs or small groups. It can also be used as a writing frame, allowing the children to create written sentences in their exercise books.

Do this for all 4 names in a random order, to give the children practice in listening to letters of the alphabet in relation to names that they know.

· Display slide 8 again.  Ask the question Tu peux épeler ton nom ? and invite individual children to try doing this. You can use the alphabet letters on the slide to help the children with their spelling.  The majority of alphabet letters are similar to English.

	· Revise where we live, and introduce the concept of nationality from slide 13: Tu es de quelle nationalité ? Je suis britannique.
· Establish which languages are spoken in the UK: On parle quelles langues au Royaume-Uni ? Slide 14 introduces some of the answers to this question. The answers are impersonal, so can be used by all children.
· Slide 15 asks the children if they can speak any other languages: Est-ce que tu parles d’autres langues ? It is not intended that all children should learn the names of all these languages, but it is hoped that this slide might help individual children to say which other language(s) they can speak. Slide 16 allows them to say with whom they speak other languages.

	· Slides 17-25 model the question Quelle est ton adresse ?  The slides do not show the real addresses of the people or characters portrayed. Show a range of examples, then invite the children to think of a real person or fictional character, and to create an address for that character that they can say in French. (For safeguarding reasons, it is not thought advisable to encourage children to say their real address in class, but this should at the discretion of the teacher, and in line with the policy of your school).

· An adjective that is invariable does not show any kind of agreement with the noun that it qualifies

· Some colour adjectives that are derived from nouns behave as true adjectives, and are variable.
· Words that describe nationality are adjectives.

· When French uses the pronoun on, English sometimes uses the passive voice of the verb.
