	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – infinitive
The infinitive is the basic form of the verb.
In French, an infinitive is recognisable by its ending:

 -er, -re or –ir.

( Grammar Point – conjugated verb
A conjugated verb has been altered from its basic form (infinitive), to communicate an idea such as the person or tense. 
To conjugate a regular verb, we take the ending off the infinitive (stem) and add the ending that matches the subject (e.g. pronoun).
( Grammar Point – irregular verbs
Irregular verbs do not follow the same rules of conjugation as regular verbs..

	( Grammar Point –  the definite article
In English, the definite article is ‘the’.

In French, the definite article has 4 possible forms: le, la, l’, and les.
The definite article is used with the names of school subjects.

I can use English prompts in a speaking frame to help me recall French phrases, and to hold a conversation,
	( Knowledge about France - un goûter
Un goûter is a light snack usually eaten in the afternoon, or eaten by school children at morning break time. 
( Knowledge about France 
The date of le Jour de l’An is 1st January.
The date of le Jour des Rois is 6th January.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx
Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 5, or in their third year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Niveau tricolore is the fourth stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 6, or in their fourth year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes. A similar training resource is currently being written for year 5 and 6.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau tricolore level
Niveau tricolore further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge.  Children’s learning focuses on the themes, knowledge, skills and understanding required in order to attain level A1.1 in French on the Common European Framework.  Towards the end of the summer term in year 6, children should be given the opportunity to sit the DELF PRIM tests. DELF Prim is the first level in the DELF / DALF series of certificates awarded by the French Ministry of Education for proficiency in French as a Foreign Language.

DELF has been consistent with the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages since 1 September 2005. Further information about DELF Prim can be found at www.ciep.fr/en/delfdalf/index.php. Special dates
	· Teacher and children exchange greetings and exchange “How are you?” questions; ask what day it is; ask what today’s date is.  A child is invited to write today’s date on the board. 
· Introduce the date of le Jour de l’An and le Jour des Rois, using spoken questions and answers.

	· Using slides 6-11, or picture cards, introduce the question and answer format that asks how we come to school. Do the children notice that the preposition is not the same in all 6 examples shown? It is à vélo/pied/trottinette, but en taxi/autobus/voiture. The verb we are using is venir (to come), rather than aller (to go). Do the children notice that taxi is a cognate?
· Using slide 12 as support, ask a variety of children who they come to school. As you ask the question, throw a soft ball to a child to invite a response.  When children seem confident, invite children to take on the role of asking the questions, and throwing the soft ball to another child who will answer.

· Slide 12 can be a speaking frame for practice in small groups. The children can practise giving a variety of different answers.

	· Display slide 13, or a clock face, and model the question Tu arrives à l’école à quelle heure ? Slides 13-18 can be used to model the question and answer with a range of arrival times.  Allow individual children to hold a clock face, or to write their arrival time on a mini white board.  Ask children to tell you at what time they arrive at school, and to show the time on the clock face or board.
· Using a soft ball, invite children to take turns asking and answering the question around the class. Slide 19 can be used as a speaking frame, to support turn-taking around the class.

· If time allows, invite children to write 2 sentences in their exercise books: one based on slide 12, saying how they come to school, and the other based on slide 19, saying at what time they arrive at school.

	· Teacher and children exchange greetings.
· Slides 4-6 can be used to stimulate a question and answer exchange using known vocabulary: the dates of festivals and celebrations, the method of travel to school and the time of arrival at school.

	· Using slides 7-11, introduce the children to five sentences that describe routine events during a school day: the time for breakfast, the start of lessons, break time, lunch, and the end of the school day. · Using slides 12-16, invite individual children to ask the questions, and challenge others to provide the correct answer, using the ideas on the slide.  The answer can be revealed by clicking on the réponse button.
· Using slide 17 as a speaking frame, use a soft ball to start a question and answer chain in which children take turns to ask and answer questions. Encourage careful listening skills, and accurate pronunciation.

Reflecting on how we make progress, and how we can apply prior learning
	· This activity has allowed the children to apply prior learning, and their knowledge about language, to a small amount of new vocabulary, in order to hold a sustained conversation in the form a question and answer sequence. In a discussion, invite children to identify what they already knew, and to suggest how they applied this to the new material. They might suggest that they can identify question words, they are beginning to identify verb paradigms (the patterns of conjugated verbs), they understand how to use adverbial time phrases, they can identify different word types and they have an understanding of syntax (word order).

	· aller is irregular. Show how to conjugate it in the present tense. As irregular verbs do not follow the same rules as regular ones, we need to learn the verb paradigm by heart. Invite the children to chant it together. Can any children can say it from memory?

· To answer the question children can use the same idea as in the question, prefacing their answer with the response expression Moi aussi (So do I / me too).  Using a soft ball, invite the children to use the questions and answers on slides 12-18, taking it in turns to speak.

· Invite the children to memorise as many as possible of the 7 phrases: re-use the sequence of slides, 12-18, so that children can use any memorisation techniques that work well, e.g. repeat each phrase 10 times quickly under your breath.
· Can any children recite all 7 phrases from memory?

	Use a speaking frame to practise recall of vocabulary
	· Slide 19 can be used as a speaking frame. Unlike previous frames, this one does not provide all the phrases that the children need to practise in the target language; instead, prompts are given in English, and the infinitives forms of the 4 verbs are given. Invite the children to use the suggested question and answer format, and to use as many of the 7 phrases as they can remember.  
· Allow children to practise in pairs. If they are using the placemat, they could place a counter on each of the English phrases, if they are able to recall and use the phrases in French.

· verb paradigms showing conjugated forms of parler, jouer and manger
	· Slides 20-22 display verb paradigms, showing the conjugated forms of the verbs manger, parler and jouer. These three verbs are all regular, and therefore obey the rules – they add the normal present-tense endings to the stem of the infinitive. Can the children spot how manger has one unexpected additional letter? Nous mangeons has ‘e’ before the ‘-ons’ ending in order to keep the ‘g’ soft rather than hard.

· Practise memorisation techniques: challenge the children to memorise the top 3 subjects on the list – then blank out the slide and invite them to recite the 3 subjects in chorus.  Repeat this for the remaining subjects, memorising the words in groups of 3.

	Use a speaking frame as a springboard for a conversation about school subjects

	· Using slide7 as a speaking frame, or the placemat, invite the children to work in pairs or small groups to practise conversations about their favourite school subjects.  Encourage them to use the question format Ma matière préférée, c’est… Et toi ? Some children might be able to break free from the rigidity of the speaking frame, and use other structures known to them, e.g. Tu aimes…?/J’aime…, Moi aussi, j’aime, and possibly even produce longer statement using a negative adverb, e.g. J’aime l’histoire, mais je n’aime pas la géographie. Encourage the children to use as much language as possible, even if they are not telling the truth!

· the definite article is used with school subjects
	· Revise the definite article: in English, there is only one definite article, the. In French there are 4 forms – le for masculine singular nouns, la for feminine singular nouns, l’ for any singular noun that begins with a vowel sound, and les for any plural noun.
· In French, the definite article is used with school subjects.  In English, we do not use an article in this context, e.g. my favourite subject is maths (no article). In French, the article can not be missed out.

	· Model the question on slide 5. Slides 5-15 provide a range of answers. Invite the children to listen to the phrases and to repeat them, paying careful attention to pronunciation. Repeat slides 5-15, with all children responding – this time, invite the children to hold up a number card 1, 2 or 3, or a number of fingers 1, 2 or 3, to show how much they like the activity they are talking about.
· Once again, repeat the sequence of slides. Using a soft ball, invite the children to take turns around the class, asking and answering the question. At the end of the sequence, can any children recall at least 3 responses from memory?
· Slide 16 can be used as a speaking frame, with the purpose of helping the children to try and remember the key phrases. English translations of the phrases are given, to help the children recall the French equivalents, and the infinitives of some of the phrases are also shown in French. If children are given their own copy of the placemat, they can tick off each English phrase when they can remember the French equivalent.

· In pairs, children take turns to question their partner. How many questions can be asked and answered correctly in one minute?

	Knowledge about language

(Grammar)
	· I know that the infinitive is the basic, unconjugated form of a verb, sometimes called the name of the verb. It is the form of the verb used as the head word in a dictionary. 

· To conjugate a regular –er verb in the present tense, we take off the –er ending from the infinitive, and add endings to the stem.
· The verb endings on a conjugated verb must agree with the subject, e.g. first person singular, second person singular.

· The subject of a verb can be a noun or a pronoun.
· Some verbs are not regular, they are irregular, e.g. aller. They do not conjugate in the same way as a regular verb.
· In the present tense, I can conjugate regular –er verbs such as parler and arriver.
· In the present tense, I can conjugate regular –re verbs such as écrire and lire.
· In the present tense, I can conjugate the irregular verb faire.
· There are 4 forms of the definite article in French: le, la l’ and les.
