	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – possessive adjective
A possessive adjective shows a form of possession or ownership in relation to the noun it is qualifying.
In English, the most common possessive adjectives are my, your, his, her, our and their.
( Grammar Point – possessive adjectives in French
In French, the possessive adjective ‘my’ has 3 forms: mon, ma and mes. Just like the definite article le, la and les, the possessive adjective must agree with the noun it is modifying, both in gender and in number.
( Grammar Point – regular -re verb paradigm
travailler (to work)
je travaille               nous travaillons
tu travailles             vous travaillez
il/elle/on travaille     ils/elles travaillent
( Grammar Point – negative adverb

A negative adverb turns a statement into a negative statement, e.g. I have not got a cat, je n’ai pas de chat.
	( Grammar Point – subject pronoun
The subject pronouns il and elle must match gender of the noun they are representing.
( Grammar Point – relative pronoun qui
The relative pronoun qui can join together 2 clauses to make a compound sentence.
( Spelling point –  the ligature œ
œ is a Latin alphabet grapheme, a ligature of o and e. In medieval and early modern Latin, it was used to represent the Greek diphthong οι, a usage which continues in English and French.. 
The oe ligature is used in French in words such as cœur, sœur and œuf.
The ae ligature – æ –  is still sometimes used in English words, e.g. ‘orthopædic’, and the oe ligature, e.g. cœliac, but in modern English usage the ligatures are often replaced by a single letter.
	( Pronunciation point –  silent final consonant
When the final letter in a French word is a consonant, the consonant is almost always silent, e.g. chat, souris, furet.

( Knowledge about the UK – pet passport
You can enter or return to the UK with your pet cat, dog or ferret if it has a pet passport.
There are strict controls to help prevent the spread of rabies.
( Knowledge about France 
The date of le Poisson d’avril is 1 April.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Teachers may wish to download a self-accreditation certificate from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com/EXPLOITATION/GBR/apprendre.aspx
Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 5, or in their third year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Niveau tricolore is the fourth stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 6, or in their fourth year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes. A similar training resource is currently being written for year 5 and 6.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau tricolore level
Niveau tricolore further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge.  Children’s learning focuses on the themes, knowledge, skills and understanding required in order to attain level A1.1 in French on the Common European Framework.  Towards the end of the summer term in year 6, children should be given the opportunity to sit the DELF PRIM tests. DELF Prim is the first level in the DELF / DALF series of certificates awarded by the French Ministry of Education for proficiency in French as a Foreign Language.

DELF has been consistent with the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages since 1 September 2005. Further information about DELF Prim can be found at www.ciep.fr/en/delfdalf/index.php. · Allocate a word to each child, alternately, vert or rouge, around the room.  Invite each child to show their family portrait to the person next to them, and to introduce the family members, as Nora does on the slide.  When each pair has had enough time to do this, ask all les vert to move seats, and sit next to someone else, then repeat the process.  Continue this, to allow children many opportunities to practise introducing their family.

Slide 18 shows the French possessive adjectives, and how they are matched to nouns, and to the definite article.

	· Most children will be able to say that a parent works at home or in town.  Some children will be able to give a more precise answer, by naming the place of work.  Slide 11 provides some suggested work locations, from places already known by the children.
· Play some team games of noughts and crosses. Divide the class into 2 teams, noughts and crosses. Children take turns to ask the question to someone on the opposing team. The answers should be chosen from the slide, and spoken with accurate pronunciation. Each child who gives an accurate answer can come to the board to place their nought or cross. The team with the most games won is the winner.

· Slide 23 can be used for question and answer practice around the class, and for children to practise in pairs.
· Slide 24 can be used as a speaking frame, for whole-class practice and for children to practise in pairs. If using the placemat, children could place a counter on each animal whenever they mention it in an answer.

After some practice responses, challenge the children to a game: all children stand up.
