	Grammar and Pronunciation

	( Grammar Point – pronoun
A pronoun can replace a noun.
( Grammar Point – subject 
The subject of a sentence is a person or thing that performs the action of the verb.
A subject pronoun is used to replace the subject (person or thing) of a verb.

( Grammar Point – preposition
A preposition indicates location in space and time.

In space, it shows where something is, e.g. dans la mer.
In time, it indicates when something is, e.g. à huit heures et demie.

Prepositions are usually followed by a noun or a pronoun, and a prepositional phrase can function as an adverbial in a sentence
( Grammar Point – aimer + infinitive
A conjugated form of the verb aimer can be used with an infinitive to express what somebody likes doing.

	( Grammar Point – aller + infinitive – le futur proche
A conjugated form of the verb aller can be used with an infinitive to express what somebody is going to do doing. This tens is known as le futur proche.
( Knowledge about the United Kingdom
The United Kingdom consists of 4 countries: England, Scotland, Northern Ireland and Wales.

	( Knowledge about France 
La Fête nationale is the national day in France, and is usually known in the UK as ‘Bastille Day’. In France, it is also sometimes referred to by its date, as Le quatorze juillet.
( Knowledge about France 

Liberté, égalité, fraternité, French for "liberty, equality, fraternity", is the national motto of France.

Boules and Pétanque are popular games, a type of bowls.

Teacher Guidance 
The Primary French Project
The aim of the Primary French Project materials is to provide training and support for teachers who are teaching French to children in Key Stage 2, and to make links with the Programme of Study for Languages in Key Stage 2.

The Primary French Project materials can be freely downloaded from the Culturethèque website at www.culturetheque.com.  It is necessary to register on the site, and to be logged in, on order to gain full access to the materials.

Niveau bleu

Niveau bleu is the first stage of training for teachers.  Teachers should have used the niveau bleu materials to teach children for at least one year, and should feel confident that they have mastered the language teaching points and teaching methodology at this level, before starting to use the niveau blanc training materials.  The children being taught with niveau bleu materials should ideally be in year 3, or in their first year of learning French in Key Stage 2. Niveau blanc

Niveau blanc is the second stage of training for teachers.  Teachers will need to have completed a year of teaching with niveau bleu materials.  Niveau blanc materials should be used to teach children who have already been taught with niveau bleu materials for one year.  The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 4, or in their second year of learning French in Key Stage 2.

Niveau rouge

Niveau rouge is the third stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu and niveau blanc. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 5, or in their third year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Niveau tricolore is the fourth stage of training for teachers, who are already familiar with niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge. The materials are particularly suitable for children in year 6, or in their fourth year of learning French in Key Stage 2.
Mixed-age classes

Teachers working with a mixed-age year 3-4 class are able to use a two-year training programme produced by expert consultant Joan Dickie, which is downloadable from the Culturethèque website. This is a revisioning of niveau bleu and niveau blanc for mixed-age Y3/Y4 classes. A similar training resource is currently being written for year 5 and 6.
Aspects of Language Teaching at Niveau tricolore level
Niveau tricolore further develops the concepts, skills ad understanding introduced in niveau bleu, niveau blanc and niveau rouge.  Children’s learning focuses on the themes, knowledge, skills and understanding required in order to attain level A1.1 in French on the Common European Framework.  Towards the end of the summer term in year 6, children should be given the opportunity to sit the DELF PRIM tests. DELF Prim is the first level in the DELF / DALF series of certificates awarded by the French Ministry of Education for proficiency in French as a Foreign Language.

DELF has been consistent with the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages since 1 September 2005. Further information about DELF Prim can be found at www.ciep.fr/en/delfdalf/index.php. 	· Using slides 7-14, model the question Où est Nora ? and Où est Julien ? to ask where Nora is, and where Julien is. The answer is displayed on each slide, but children should be invited to answer each question before the answer is heard on the slide. They are being encouraged to replace the names of Nora and Julien with the personal subject pronouns il and elle. Children have met all this vocabulary before, but the slides should help them to recall it.
· Re-use slides 7-14, inviting children to ask and answer the questions, until they appear confident in their recall of the vocabulary.
· Slide 15 can be used as a speaking frame. Using a soft ball, invite the children to ask and answer questions around the class, with the following challenge: questions should alternate about Nora and Julien;  the place given in an answer can not be the same place as the previous answer.

	Slides 7-14 provide opportunities for listening and reading comprehension, using vocabulary and structures from niveaux bleu, blanc, rouge and tricolore. The writing activity and the speaking practice linked to it might need more time allocated to it than is usually allowed for in a French lesson – this should be planned for.
· Slide 7 - Invite the children to listen to the narrative spoken by Natasha. Ask them to tell you any details they understood – note these down on a flipchart or press the ‘show’ button on the slide to reveal Natasha’s details one at a time. Approach this activity in a light-hearted way, and praise the children for any details they could hear – do not draw attention to how many they failed to hear.
· Slide 8 – Invite the children to read Natasha’s words as they hear her speaking.  In discussion, can the children relate what she is saying to what she has written on the registration form?
· Using slides 9-14, repeat the process as with slides 7 and 8. Keep a lively pace, it doesn’t matter if the children can’t pick out every detail. Praise the children for what they can understand and identify.
· Slide 15 can be used as a speaking and writing frame.  Give each child a copy of the printable Fiche de renseignements and invite them to fill in their own details.
· Invite children to work in pairs, asking and answering the questions from the slide. In a plenary, ask some of the questions.
