We need to ask that no nut products - of any kind - are brought into school. Please be especially mindful of packed
lunch boxes or treats for birthdays. We have people with a nut allergy in school and so want to support those who
this impacts on. People who suffer from nut allergies can develop a severe, potentially life-threatening allergic
reactions. If someone has a nut allergy it is not just eating nuts that can cause a severe reaction. A reaction can be
triggered through:

e being touched on the skin with hands that have eaten nuts
¢ smelling the breath of someone who has had nuts
e touching surfaces where nut-eaters have also touched - such as door handles

Even the smallest exposure to nut particles can trigger an anaphylactic shock (which can cause breathing and
swallowing difficulties).

Therefore, we kindly ask that non of the following are brought into school:

Peanut butter sandwiches
Chocolate spreads

Cereal bars

Some granola bars

Cakes that contain nuts

Biscuits / Cookies that contain nuts
Peanut butter cakes

Some sauces including satay

Thank-you for your support to help keep our children who have these allergies safe.
